| have included several photos of projects completed by both our Maintenance and Landscaping
Departments. They are not so subtle, however, I’ll bet many haven’t even noticed the improvements.
Benito and his staff installed, themselves, without outside contracting help, a fence on the lower part of
the roadway as you pass the gatehouse. It is on the right hand side as you enter and prevents entry to the
community through the hedges on the upper roadway-entryway. In addition, Maintenance, installed light-
ing in both cactus gardens, to the left and right, as you pass the gatehouse.

Our Landscaping Department headed by Jesus, created the Cactus garden on the right as you pass
the gatehouse, having removed the grass and replaced it with desert landscaping, as well as turning the
grassy area along the west side of the community as you exit, into desert landscaping. In addition, from
the first tee on the golf course to the south side of building 22, you will see a new castle rock wall (of
varying heights- to your right as you travel from the administration building to building 22). This wall
was installed by the Landscaping staff. What you may not realize is that in addition to the wall, the golf
course has been completely leveled along that wall. In addition, an additional 2 parking spaces have been
created along the right hand side as you approach Building 22 with the cooperation of both the Landscap-
ing and Maintenance Departments. This also eliminated the dangerous and unnecessary embankment that
formerly existed at that location.

Once again | must applaud our staff for the professional and tireless work that they perform to
maintain and keep our community as beautiful and up to date as it is. | would not like to think of the cost
of these projects if they had to be bid to outside contractors.

Finally, we, on staff, would like to thank the continuing generosity of our residents for their contri-
butions to the Employee Holiday Fund. Our employees know how | value them and it is very supportive
for them to feel that our residents recognize their contributions to our community, as well. Have a great
year and remember, whatever resolutions you fail to keep, will raise their ugly heads next year, and the
next year, and so on.
