Another issue, related to insurance is the risk you assume when you
have unlicensed, un-bonded, uninsured contractors working in your Unit.
Should they cause damage to property (Regime, yours or others), or personal
injury, you could be liable or co-liable for same. The Arizona Registrar of
Contractors and the Arizona Revised Statutes set forth, in detail, the differ-
ence between handyman services and those who perform services who are
supposed to register with the Registrar of Contractors.
