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Drowning Impact Awareness Month

The summer heat has finally arrived. To escape the heat,
many of us turn to swimming pools for relief. A swimming
pool is a great way to cool off while enjoying some outdoor
fun. But many times, that same swimming pool can become
a source of tragedy. So far, Scottsdale has experienced six
drowning calls, four of those involved children and two
involved adults. Of the six drowning calls, one was fatal.

August is Drowning Impact Awareness Month. During this
month, efforts are underway to raise awareness and
education about the impact drowning or near- drowning has
on the family, friends, emergency responders, medical
personnel and the community. Purple ribbons will be
displayed on police patrol vehicles as a reminder to always
practice water safety.

Drowning can be prevented by practicing the following:

e Adult Supervision — a designated adult needs to be
responsible for watching children around water at all
times.

e Barriers — a pool fence or other approved barrier should
separate children from a pool. Solar covers are not
considered a barrier.

o Classes — these include CPR every two years, age
appropriate swim lessons and water safety courses.

e Empty ice chests, buckets and inflatable pools when
not in use.

e Ensure pool access gates are self-closing and self-
latching. Never prop the gate open and check it
regularly for any maintenance related issues.

Home Security

Over 60% of the residential burglaries in Scottsdale
involve the suspect entering through an open or
unlocked door or window.

Lock the windows and exterior doors to your
home.

Always keep the door between the house and the
garage locked.

Keep the overhead garage door closed at all times.
Install a Charlie bar, dowel, pin or foot lock to add
additional security to arcadia doors.

Keep exterior lights on overnight.

Lock vehicles parked inside the garage.

Use a padlock to secure gates leading into the
backyard.
